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The attorney general has concurrent jurisdiction to commence actions for violations of this and other
abortion regulations. Mo. REv. STAT. 188.075.3. See Section I, below.

HB 126 also enacted provisions making it a class B felony to perform or induce an abortion at or after 8,



health, and well-being." The U.S. Supreme Court in Webster vs. Reproductive Health Services allowed the
preamble to stand as constitutional, finding that it expressed a value judgment but did not regulate or
limit access to abortion by its terms. 492 U.S. 490, 505 (1989).

HB 126, enacted in 2019, also includes fetal personhood language setting forth the findings of the
General Assembly that "[a]t conception, a new genetically distinct human being is formed." Mo. Rev.
STAT. 188.026.2(1). The preamble also notes that the "fact that the life of an individual human being
begins at conception has long been recognized in Missouri law" and "the general assembly has
recognized that the life of each human being begins at conception and that unborn children have
protectable interests in life, health, and wellbeing." Mo. Rev. STAT. 188.026.2(2).
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
